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Introduction to Materials

Aims and objectives

Objectives

The objective of the materiasisto offer the widest possible applicable use across a
varied user group. Learning objects have been designed to have the potential for re-
purposing across a range of teaching and learning settings. Curriculum coverage has
been carefully chosen to reflect current learner needs.

The materials are targeted to Level 1 for both literacy and numeracy. This reflects the
DfES new targets for 2007, stated in Focus on delivery to 2007, (DfES 2003), that
aim to achieve 1.5 million awards. One of the significant targetsisto get adults to
Level 1in order for them to access training and other learning opportunities. It isthe
minimum ‘functional level’ that is acceptable in society and is the foundation for
Level 2 —thelevel required by work and more advanced study.

These materials are at the level required by new DfES initiatives, for example Move
On!, which aims to recruit and accredit adults at Levels1 and 2. Thislevel isalso
appropriate to support both young adults following education and training courses and
workers following occupational standards. Most of the Occupational Standards
mappingisat Levels 1 and 2, with an emphasison Level 1.

Curriculum focus

In literacy the focusis on reading and writing skills. In numeracy the focusis on the
range of skills across number, measures, shape and space and handling data. By
following these curriculum criteria, the materials will support:

Study skills and independent learning
Preparation for the National Tests
Vocational and academic courses

Structure

The materials are made up of two types of learning object.
L earning units (‘ chunks’):

Reading
Writing
Number
Measures
Handling data



Short, bite-sized, non-contextualised chunks of learning. Each learning object teaches
a specific learning objective, and allow the learner to practise what has been taught.

Integrated assignments (‘wrappers'):

Study
Work
Community and personal development

The contexts of these assignments provide relevant settings in which learners can
apply skills learned, drawing on learning objects appropriate for that assignment.

Benefits for teaching

Y ou will be able to use these materialsin anumber of different waysin order to help
you teaching.

Y ou can use these materialsin a classroom — either in a computer room or
using an interactive whiteboard.

Materials are equally suitable for use individually by students.

Students can use the Learning Objects to learn new topics, or to refresh their
understanding of topics already learnt.

Some elements of the materials are tutor customisable. It is possible to edit the
Tutor Info section, using the guidance given later on in these notes. In the
Tutor Info section, you can add in your own exercises or information for your
class, or you can share suggestions with other tutors who will be using the
same materials. It's up to you how you use this facility.

Some Learning Objects may aso be adaptable to the Key Skills or ESOL
curriculum.

Screen design and orientation

There are two types of Learning Object in these materias, but they are navigated in
much the same way.

There are two main types of screen within each learning object; ‘information’ screens
and ‘interaction’ screens.

Screen layout

Information screens

Information screens are used to introduce and summarise Learning Objects, and also
to explain key learning points throughout the Learning Object.



Interaction screens

Interaction screens are used for exercises, to practise the learning within each
Learning Object. There are a number of different interaction types; the example
shown is called a‘drop-down interaction’.



Integrated assignments (‘wrappers’)

The integrated assignments, or ‘wrappers’, look slightly different to the learning units.

They are, however, navigated in exactly the same way (see Screen layout above).

Each link on thefirst or last pages will launch the relevant Learning Unit, or ‘chunk’.
The learning from each of these chunksis used in the Integrated Assignment. If the
student needs to brush up on their skills, they can access these chunks from the first
and last screens. Each chunk will appear in the same colour as the wrapper from
which it is launched.



General accessibility features

Options

If assistive technology is used, or if you prefer to navigate using a keyboard or view
using a different colour scheme, then you can change the options listed under the
Options section. The Options button is in the centre of the three buttons at the top
right-hand corner of the screen.

Selecting Options will take you to a page where you can change your options for
using the materials.

Select Keyboard only navigation if you would prefer to use your keyboard to
navigate around the materials. Thiswill ensure that the materials are optimised
for keyboard only navigation.

Select Screen reader if you prefer to use a screen reader with the materials. If
thisoption is selected the materials will be optimised to ensure that the screen
reader doesn’t read out more than is necessary.

Selecting Enable ‘accesskeys hotkeyswill mean that the materials can be
used with standard accesskeys.

Select Regular colour schemeif you prefer to see the materials appear in
their original colour scheme.

Select Alternative high contrast colour scheme if you prefer to see the
materials appear with light text on a dark background.



Select Alternative low contrast colour scheme if you prefer to see the
materials appear with dark text on adark background.

Select Alternative inverted colour schemeif you prefer to see the materias
appear inverted, with screen text appearing as dark text on alight background.

The Options are also available as a separately downloadable Learning Object, so you
can choose to alter your settings before accessing the materias.

Helpful hints for accessibility users

Screen reader users can usethe N key to go straight to the feedback after
selecting an option in an interaction.

When using the links at the bottom of the screen: Word Bank, Aims, Tutor
Info; please note that each link will open a new browser window. All windows
contain a close button.

Some interactions use combo boxes in accessible mode. Use forms mode to
access the selection in the combo box, then use the PC cursor to be able to
read the next question.

Some interactions expect you to write in gaps in a sentence. Use forms mode
on/off when accessing this question; it will make it easier for to read through
the information and insert answers.

Some interactions, particularly multiple choice, require you to use the cursor
keys to move between options.

Some interactions, particularly multiple choice and click select, require you to
use the space bar to select an option.

Please note the following when accessing one unit from another (opening a
‘chunk’ from a‘wrapper’):

The window size of the chunk is fixed.

The window does not have the usual ‘Word Bank’, *Aims’, ‘ Tutor Info’
buttons available within the main content.

The print function only prints the active page, not the whole unit.

The ‘back’ and ‘next’ buttons are for the active window; there are also ‘ back’
and ‘next’ buttons available in the main window.

Notes

In the absence of internal navigation and server side technology, we employ
cookies to store accessibility settings. When any HTML page or Flash movie
loads it will check the cookie and enabl e/disable the settings/functionality as
appropriate. Cookies provide avery fast and simple method of storing this
information. Therefore cookies must be enabled to use accessibility features.
(The non-accessible version does not require cookies to be enabled.)

Some browsers simply do not support tabbing correctly. For example, even
with the most basic HTML pages, some versions of Netscape only tab between
input text fields etc. We are unabl e to support keyboard-only access on such
platforms.

The target screen reading platform is Jaws 4.5, although other screen readers
are likely to function correctly.



Currently only Microsoft ActiveX supports MSAA (Microsoft Active
Accessibility); therefore screen reading functionality will only be available for
Windows and Internet Explorer.

Very early versions of the Flash plug-in do not function correctly with screen
readers. Upon selecting screen reader functionality, the user’s machineis
tested for the presence of a minimum release of the Flash plug-in.
Accessibility features/functionality are only reliable in Flash 6 player version
0.65.0 onwards (see Macromedia rel ease notes:
http://www.macromedia.com/support/flash/rel easenotes/player/rn_6.html ).
For Learning Objects which contain fractions, please note that some of these
are written in the form 4/5 due to the allowances of Flash characters. This may
mean that a screen reader will not read out the fraction as normal. For
instance, in atest run with Jaws 4.5, isread as‘1 third’ while 1/3isread as
‘ldlash 3'.

If using keyboard only navigation in the chunks only, the tab highlight colour
around the page icons and back / next buttons can appear in certain browsers
as athin brown line which is very difficult to make out against the
background. If thisis proving a problem, there are aternative colour schemes
under the Options menu which may help.



Navigation and preferences

Navigation bar

The navigation bar is very simple. Just click next to go to the next page, or back to
revisit the previous page. Or you could, if you wished, access any page directly by
clicking on one of the page icons.

Navigating within the VLE

Each Learning Object can be accessed directly from the menu in your VLE.
Alternatively, you can access the Learning Units (‘ chunks’) directly from the
Integrated Assignments (‘wrappers’). See Integrated assignments (‘wrappers') on
page 9 for more information.

Audio preferences

Voiceover isincluded for the information screens and for the introduction and
question text for each interactive screen. Y ou can choose to switch this off using the
‘audio on/ off” switch at the bottom right-hand corner of the screen.

If you would like to hear the voiceover again on any screen, use the ‘replay audio’
button in the bottom left-hand corner of the screen.

See the section on General accessibility features on page 10 for how to change options
for compatibility with assistive technologies and how to alter the colour scheme.

System test

Thereis a separate system test page included within the materials in order to test that
your or your students' machines are capable of running the materials.
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Feedback

Feedback within the materialsis designed to ensure that the student learns as much
from getting an answer wrong as they do getting it right. Very rarely do the materials
simply givea‘yes or ‘no’ answer. We fedl that thisisfar more constructive for the
student.

All interactive screens (that is, any screen which requires the student to interact with
the materials) will give feedback.

Qualification Mapping

These materials are designed to support teaching of literacy and numeracy at Level 1.
More detailed curriculum mapping is contained within Appendix 2.



Using the product

Methods of use

The product can be use either for independent work by the student or in the
classroom. Some students, however, may need some guidance with using the
materials, depending on their level and their IT literacy.

The materials can be completely disaggregated, and are suitable for use on the
computer or on an interactive whiteboard.

Further to this, any element of the materials can be printed out and taken away for
offline study.

The tutor can use the Tutor Info facility to give further options within the materials

which tie in with their own lesson plans. More information on using the Tutor Info
facility is contained under ‘ Possible methods of customisation by the tutor’ below.

Preparations for use

These materials are designed to work within a Virtual Learning Environment and
should work with all standard browsers, on PCs and on Macs.

Y ou will need the Flash 6 plug-in to view the materials correctly. If you wish to use
assistive technology, this needs to be installed independently of these materials.

Use in the curriculum

See Appendix 2 for afull breakdown of curriculum coverage of each Learning Object.
Y ou will aso be able to find out what curriculum areas are covered when in the
materials; just look on the introduction page, or go to the Tutor Info section.

The level of user support required will vary according to the individual. It is possible

for no user support to be necessary.

Possible methods of customisation by the tutor

Tutor Info

‘Tutor Info’ is asection that has been included to enable the tutor to add their own
notes. Y ou could add notes to supplement the learning, or add exercises, contexts or
further things to think about of your own.



Where there is more than one tutor using the same set of materias, you could use
Tutor Info as a communication channel, to discuss ways in which particular Learning
Objects or contexts could be used.

Tutor Info is accessed from the button at the bottom of the screen.

To edit this section, you will need to accessthefile ‘tutor.js'. You'll need to enter the
content package, edit the file and then upload the edited file to the VLE (consult your
VLE vendor for how to do thisif you're not sure). Y ou should open thisfile in atext

file, e.g. in Notepad or SimpleText (don't try and edit thisfilein Word!).

Y ou can write whatever you like within the two sets of quotation marks. If you are
familiar with basic formatting tags, you can use these to format the text.

So when you open it, the file may look like this:

tutortext="Y our tutor can put their own notes here. <br>See the tutor guide - available
on the NLN materials website - for further details. <br><br><b>Curriculum
references for this unit:</b>< Rw/L1.3<br>Ww/L1.1";

Y ou could then edit thisto say something relevant to your own class:

tutortext="1"1l be available in my office from 1-3 on Wednesday if you want to
discuss anything to do with this subject.<br><br>Jane.”;

And once you’ ve re-uploaded the Learning Object, this should appear in the Tutor
Info section.



Word Bank

Y ou can edit the Word Bank in much the same way. Y ou access the Word Bank using
the button at the bottom of the screen.

If you want to add any more words and definitions to the word bank, follow the
instructions above, but open ‘dict.js asatext file.

Each word and definition is written within the code that reads:

dictionaryContent[ dictionaryContent.length]="word|Definition.";

for example,

dictionaryContent[ dictionaryContent.length]="plural[M ore than one of something.";

So to add your own definition, just copy thistext string to the bottom of the list and
insert your own word and definition.

For instance, the existing dictionary could look like this:

Y ou want to add the word ‘singular’ to the word bank, so you just copy the text string
and writein ‘singular’ and your definition.

Don’'t worry about putting it in alphabetical order — the materials will organise the
word bank into alphabetical order automatically. After you have re-uploaded the
Learning Object, the word bank will contain the word you added.
